	Measurement KPIs for paging in TS 32.426 missed some precise information on how to judge successfully received reponse to paging.
In TS 32.426 v12.0.0, the service request can be triggered by UE when reciving a paging reqeust and UE is in EMM-IDLE mode. See 5.6.1.1 in TS 24.301 v12.13.0.
The service request as the response to the paging request toward to MME, the call type equel to "terminating calls". The cases that a SERVICE REQUEST is a response to paging, where the CN domain indicator is set to "PS" or where service type set to "mobile terminating CS fallback or 1xCS fallback". 
Current description in TS 32.426 v12.0.0 when set the criteria for MME increments count for successful paging is not clear to state that "Incremented when a paging_response is received by the MME from the UE as response to an EPS PS paging procedure (Receipt of "SERVICE REQUEST" message with Service Type = Paging Response from the UE (TS 24.301 [3]))". At least, Paging Response is not an existing value of Service Type in a SERVICE REQUEST.
