Relation to communication service instance

According to TR 28.805 [x], the vertical customer is authorized to obtain the allowed management capability from CSI service provider according to the pre-defined agreements between the CSI service provider and the CSI service consumer. Level of management capability exposure has been agreed upon between the CSI service provider and the CSI service consumer.
As described in Figure 4.x-1, CSI Consumer in CSMF can be mapped into a MnS consumer (as a tenant) representing this CSI consumer in management system. The MnS provider can provide management capabilities for this tenant by using tenant information as following:

· 5G NRM IOC attribute with tenant information, used to identify managed resource for the tenant
· S-NSSAI value, additionally used by 3GPP management system to identify NF performance measurement for a tenant
