The MnS consumer in an operator’s management system need to discover the availability of MnS instances provided by other MnS producersvider(s). In order for MnS Producer to be discovered by MnS consumer, the access information on MnS Producer needs to be registered in the DNS. The registration process is not subject of MnS standardisationIn order to enable the MnS instances to be discovered by MnS consumer, the MnS needs to be discoverable to the operator’s management system when the MnS instance become operative. 
Figure 4.7.x-1 below shows interactions of MnS Consumer with DNS and MnS Producer:
· The MnS Producer 1 provides MnS Consumer with a name
· MnS Consumer obtains MnS Producer 1 IP address and port
· MnS Consumer queries MnS Producer 1 for the information about MnS capability
