The CHF (NF Service Producer) may specify to the NF Service Consumer the behaviour on at consumption of the final granted units, or when zero units are granted in the first place; this is known as termination action. The result of the termination action is always that the Charging Session is terminated independent on the termination actions taken for the service.
The termination actions are, depending on the service, variations on the following:
-	Allow service (without any CHF interaction);
-	Terminate service;
-	Redirect service.
For the allow and terminate service there will be no further interaction with the CHF from the NF Service Consumer.
For the redirect service this may result in the creation of a new service, (e.g. web browsing being diverted to a customer service portal). This may in turn cause the NF Service Consumer to create a new Charging Session for the new service, i.e. a redirection service. A redirection service cannot have the same Rating Group as the original service since this could result in a recursive loop.
