Rationale

At the last meeting SA5 discussed how to handle the changes to attributes documented in the ServiceProfile as result from changes to GST. After the last GSMA meeting the status of the GST is as follows: 
· V1.0 has been shared and used as input for work in 3GPP
· V2.0 has been published, including 12 CRs on top of V1.0
· V3.0 will be published, including ~20 CR in addition (for some CRs the GSMA internal review and approval processes were still ongoing at the time of writing this document) 
· Many attributes in NG.116 are related to ongoing work in 3GPP Rel 17 and there is already a related study item proposal for Rel 18 in SA1. 
By compiling the information from GSMA CR’s and the fact that SA2 has initiated to study a number of attributes for Rel-17 ( SID “Feasibility Study on Enhancement of Network Slicing Phase 2” in S2‑1908583 ) the ServiceProfile attributes could be mapped to the different Releases as follows:

Table 3.1 shows the mapping of attributes to 3GPP Release (agreed in work group meeting GSMA 5GJA12 [4] not formally approved by GSMA at time of writing this documented). From the table one can see that not all GST attributes are supported in Rel-16, some are being analysed and solutions have not been finalized and are planned for Rel-17 or later. Assuming some of the attributes are still under investigation (Open) and some are stable for Rel-16 a new table is created shown in Table 3.2 which shows all attributes that are in Rel-15 and Rel-16.

The following option can be discussed:
1) The Service Profile is updated to support the attributes in Table 3.2 only, to reflect the status of the work in GSMA/3GPP.

2) The ServiceProfile is updated by removing the following two attributes supportedAccessTechnology and reliability. both have been removed from the GST. 

Option 1 will remove a number of attributes still being discussed in the industry through GSMA/3GPP, for Rel-16 the attributes are not needed in a normative specification, as these attributes may still be changed or be removed from the GST scope in GSMA or the solution to support comes in Rel-17 or later. Option 1 is documented in “S5-202xxx CR TS 28.541 Align ServiceProfile with GST Option 1”
Option 2 will remove only the attributes that have been agreed to be removed by GSMA, these are supportedAccessTechnology and reliability.  In this option the ServiceProfile will contain attributes that may have no solution for or no support in GSMA, and SA5 will have to keep track of any changes o these attributes until all are agreed and stable in GSMA. Option 2 is ddocumented in “S5-202xxx CR TS 28.541 Align ServiceProfile with GST Option 2”
Option 1 has the benefit of showing clearly what attributes can be supported in Rel-16 and provides a baseline for Rel-17 work, where new attributes can be added to the ServiceProfile, additional benefit is that there are no changes to be made to the ServiceProfile for Rel-16 and Rel-15. Option 2 does not have these benefits and may confuse the audience of the 28.541 by having attributes documented that are not or not yet fully supported by the standards.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to implement Option-1
