The CHF can be aware of redundant transmission type (i.e.dual connectivity, redundant transmission on N3/N9 and redundant transmission at transport layer) and provide the quota management based on the redundant transmission type:
· For dual connectivity based end to end redundant user plane paths, the granted quotas is allocated for each PDU session. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE: In this case, the charging resource is created for each PDU session. The quota for the dual connectivity will be granted individually in each charging resource. The CHF should consider the redundant quota grant, which is out of this document. 
· For the redundant transmission on N3/N9 interfaces and at transport layer, the CHF grants the quota for the packet elimination.
