Dear SA delegates

At the recent SA R2000 planning meeting in Helsinki, Vodafone received an

action point to provide information on what would be the likely difference

in content of Release 4 if R4 was released in 12/00 or 03/01 or 06/01. Three

attached pdf files (R4_at_12_00, R4_at_03_01 and R4_at_06_01) show

Vodafone's current estimate of what can be achieved at these dates.

These files do NOT include GERAN features because they are not yet in the

MCC version og the project plan. The recently agreed GERAN work plan (in

WORD format) is attached for your information.

Obviously, all of you will have your own different view of what can be

achieved. To help you formulate your own opinions (and/or to correct my

errors) a modified version of the current 3GPP project plan is attached.

The only differences between the attached project plan and the 'official'

MCC version of the workplan should be the addition of 3 columns and the

definition of four new filters:

a) the first column is "SAF". It denotes whether a work item is a "Stand

Alone Feature". A "Stand Alone Feature" is a work item that can be

implemented and provides useful functionality on its own. Where a larger

feature is made up of several smaller stand alone features, then the top

level feature is NOT tagged as a Stand Alone Feature. This allows the

project plan to be filtered using "all SAFs" to get a view of what SAFs

actually exist.

b) the second column is my estimate of when that stand alone feature will

actually be complete and stable. This column is ONLY intended to be accurate

for stand alone features which will be complete in the potential R4

timescales (ie BEFORE 07/01).

c) the third column contains some notes that I made on the work items.

The filters are: "all SAFs"; "R4 at 12/00"; "R4 at 03/01"; and "R4 at

12/00". These filters are what I used to produce the pdf views. (You can

change the filter by clicking "project", "filtered", "more filters", etc)

I hope that you find all this information useful,
