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2. INTRODUCTION

This contribution is to be used in conjunction with TS 32.111-2 CR 01 [9] and TS 32.106-2 CR 01[7]. These change requests remove the general concept of extended event types. Since OMG Notification Service has an analogous concept of extended event type, extended event types should be reintroduced in the CORBA solution sets.

2.1.  Extended Event Type Definition

The definition of Extended Event Type needs to be moved from TS 32.106-2 [3] to TS 32.106-3 [4]. TS 32.106-3 needs to be included as a reference in clause 2 and as a reference for terms and definitions in clause 3.1. 

2.2.  Include Extended Event Type Definition

The Extended Event Type definition needs to be referenced, as suggested in TS 32.106-3 and TS 32.111-3.

The following change is suggested for clause 7 (i.e., a sentence added):

The composition of OMG Structured Event, as defined in [6], is:

The Type_name corresponds to an Event Type and the Event_name corresponds to an Extended Event Type.

2.3.  Use Of Extended Event Type

The NOTIFY_CM_TOPOLOGY_CHANGE notification needs to be indicated as an Event Type instead of an Extended Event Type. There will be no Extended Event Types for Basic CM.
