In Rel-17, GSMA OPG shared their architecture and GSMA OPG's agreement on the interface mapping with 3GPP and ETSI ISG MEC. The NBI requirements from GSMA OPG is relevant to the SA5 work on Edge computing management. 
In SA6’s Rel. 18 SID Study on enhanced architecture for enabling Edge Applications, plans to work on the alignment with ETSI MEC architectures. 

SA2 Rel.18 SID proposal on enhancement of support for Edge Computing in 5GC (FS_enh2_EC) also suggests the interworking work between 5GS and ETSI MEC (e.g., enriching the information available to mobile Edge platforms such as MEC).
