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X	Background and Concepts
X.1	Background
Existing fault supervision cannot support accurate and rapid reaction in some specific situations. For instance, service risk detection/prediction, performance degradation and service outage are not faults from the fault supervision perspective. The fault supervision focuses on existing faults currently. However, these situations above may result in severe issues as well and could not be ignored. Therefore, evolution for fault supervision is needed to cover these situations. To achieve this evolution, several aspects can be considered:
1) The necessity of a potential new terminology and/or extensions to existing terminologies to cover these situaitons of pain points from the field network;
2) The relationship between the evolved fault supervision and performance management and the fault supervision management to identify the evolution direction and requirments;
3) The clear relationships between the evolved fault supervision and the eMDAS/eCOSLA and the necessity of introducing more intelligence capabilities and closed loop management capabilities to assist the evolved fault supervision to recover the faults and the above situations automatically.
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
