As per the TS 23.501 [2], in the context of Non-Public Networks, responsibilities regarding operations have to be clearly defined and assigned to roles. The roles related to NPN include:
-	PLMN operator: This is an operator of PLMN where the  and  of the PLMN identity match the  and  of the SUPI, provides related services for its subscribers.
-	Stand-alone non-public networks (SNPN) operator: This is an operator of SNPN provides related services.
-	Public Network Integrated NPNs (PNI-NPN) operator: This is an operator of PNI-NPN which deploy the NPNs available via PLMNs and provides related services.
-	End user: Typically a user who can access the SNPN directly or via PLMN and access the PNI-NPN.
In deployments, there could be business scenarios where one or more of the business roles are supported by a single enterprise (e.g. Network slice Provides and Network slice consumer). The present document does not impose any restrictions to the possible deployment scenarios.
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
