Use case #1X: The negotiation for FBC triggers and QBC triggers
This use case focuses on visited MNO and home MNO business roles.

A CCS (UE) has a ssubscription with the home MNO which allows usage of data connectivity in 5GS.The FBC triggers and/or QBC triggers are applicable for the charging in the visited MNO and home MNO. The FBC triggers and QBC triggers should be negotiated between H-CHF and V-CHF. 
The QBC triggers mechanism is specified in the clause 5.2.1.6 QoS flow Based Charging, including the triggers associated to the PDU session and triggers associated to a QoS Flow within the PDU session.

The FBC triggers mechanism is specified in the clause 5.2.1.4 Flow Based Charging (FBC), including the triggers associated to the PDU session and triggers associated to rating group.
Whether the Roaming Charging Profile for roaming QBC triggers can set the PDU session level should be clarified.
Both the QBC triggers and FBC triggers includes the PDU session level, whether the Roaming charging profile seting the PDU session level of QBC triggers will affects the PDU session level of FBC triggers.
