[bookmark: _Toc103772265]6.B.1	Description
This solution is for use case 5.1.1 Intent driven management to deliver a network slice instance. The proposed solution utilizes the Scenario specific IntentExpectation definition for Service Support Expectation defined in Clause 6.2.2.1.2 in [x] to deliver the intent for delivering of a network slice instance.
[bookmark: _Toc103772266]6.B.2	Details
The Service Support Expectation as defined in Clause 6.2.2.1.2 in [x] is an IntentExpectation representing MnS consumer’s expectations for service deployment. 
The service deployment can refer to delivery of a network slice instance which is expressed by an authorized consumer to NSMS_P in form of an intent.  The network slice is characterised by a set of requirements (and network characteristics) which are specified by the attributes in ServiceProfile (See [y]). The ObjectContext, ExpectationTarget and ExpectationContext attributes defined for Service Support Expectation capture the information carried in a subset of ServiceProfile attributes and can be used by NSMS_P to deliver the network slice with the specific network characteristics and requirements.
Editor’s note: It is FFS what additional ServiceProfile attributes need to be captured in the intent and if so which ones and how.
