A possible solution for key issue #1e covering requirement REQ-CH_VMNO-07, about the FBC and QBC negotiation between visited MNO and home MNO.
For FBC the V-CHF sets the FBC triggers independent of HPLMN, this since the triggers for FBC is not used for wholesale and settlement between visited MNO and home MNO. For the QBC there is configuration done in the V-CHF for the triggers used for wholesale and settlement between visited MNO and home MNO. This configuration is done based on the agreements negotiated between the visited MNO and home MNO and may therefore be configured on a per home MNO basis.
