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SA5 communication and liaison programme
Executive Summary

At the last SA meeting an observation was made that SA5 seemed somehow to be detached from the other SA activities.

This document provides an analysis of why this situation has occurred, and proposes an SA5 Programme to establish improved working relationship with SA, and other SA groups.

Background

Network management for Release 3(1999) has focussed mainly on the management of the new Radio Access Network Technology. This has been relatively straightforward but has involved substantial technical effort to incrementally develop GSM solutions.

The characteristic of this work has been to identify the RAN technology requirements and then execute the detailed specification work wholly within the SA5 group. The SA5 group has been busy completing the NM specifications for the release 3 during the period that the other SA groups have been planning features for Release 4 and 5.

The fact that SA5 has been working behind the scenes on release 3 has lead to a perception that SA5 is disjoint from the other teams.

As the SA5 Release 3 work is coming to a close now is the time to start the planning of its work for Release 4 and 5. There are two forms of activity that need to be initiated:

· Establishing new network technology management requirements

· Determining Service Operational management needs to support VHE based services

For this to be achieved a structured approach to improving liaisons between SA5 and other SA groups needs to be put in place.

SA5 Liaison Programme Proposals

Objectives

To address these issues it is recommended that SA5 initiate a liaison programme to achieve the following objectives:

· To gather Network Technology Management requirements;

· To gather Service operational requirements for VHE based services;

· To communicate the work carried out by SA5 and its plans for new work.

Liaison Programme structure

The liaison programme is structure into two areas:

· An Administrative area that is designed to provide a standing structure for managing and progressing liaison issues;

· A Technical area that is focussed on progressing specific technical issues with other groups.

Administrative Area

Liaison Rapporteurs

For each major 3GPP group a liaison Rapporteur shall be appointed. Their responsibility is to track work in the liaison group and to provide feedback at the SA5 plenaries. The feedback shall be limited to material issues that impact either current or planned SA5 Work Items.  It will be preferred to select Rapporteurs that are actively involved in both the SA5 work and the other SA group for whom they are supporting this SA5 liaison relationship.

Scheduled collocated meeting,  joint meetings and workshop 

As SA5 addresses Phase 4 and 5 NM requirements it will be necessary to plan meetings with other SA groups so as to ensure accurate capture of requirements and to ensure that Sa5 specifications are coherent with those from other groups. This might be by joint meetings, or workshop tagged onto one or other group's meetings.

Communication of Work item results

A programme of presentations on the work of the SA5 group need to be put in place with key SA groups.

Technical Area

To ensure that the liaison and communications programme is focussed and pragmatic it is recommended that a set of practical , focussed technical activities are used to develop the practical context for the liaisons.

S1 VHE/OSA

This activity is to ensure that a set of Service Operations Management Building Blocks is developed to support the service components being developed in the VHE programme. The initial focus is to develop a Subscription Management Feature to complement the work on Open Service Access (OSA) User Profile Management. (WID S5-444)

S2

All IP network requirements and linkage of OAM&P architecture (WID S5- 443, 446)

T2

This activity is to develop a set of Service Operations Management features that exploit the availability of the MexE environment on Mobile Equipment(ME). The initial focus is the development of processes to support terminal software update. Later activities might include provisioning and operation of QoS performance measurements and diagnostic software on ME download.

RAN

All IP network requirements and linkage of OAM&P architecture (WID S5- 443, 445, 446)

CN5?

All IP network requirements and linkage of OAM&P architecture (WID S5- 443, 445, 446)

S3

Security requirements (WID S5- 443, 444, 446)

Initial actions

The following actions are needed between meeting 15( anchorage)  and 16( Tokyo)

Administrative

· Appoint Liaison Rapporteurs for SA1 , SA2 , S3, CN5?, T2 and RAN;

· Modify SA5 meeting schedules to include liaison feedback slots for liaison Rapporteurs;

· Develop SA5 presentation pack based upon TMF Chicago draft;

· Modify/ reschedule 2001 meting plan to hold collocated joint meeting meetings with SA 1 SA2 and T2;

· Invite SA Chair to a suitable SA5 Meeting,

· Invite liaison representatives from other groups specifically S1, T2, S3,…..

VHE/ OSA

Discuss and develop documents describing relationship between Subscription Management and User Profile Management.

Terminal Management

Develop end to end model for provisioning terminals and updating software.

Develop and discuss requirements on MexE need to support terminal Management ( Security and Business model focus) with T2 and S3.
