Justification

When initialising or decommissioning a measurement in the system, the operator will have to specify the resource to which the measurement applies.  A likely scenario for this task is to specify all resources according to a given criteria, e.g. “all cells of a NodeB”, “all cells controlled by a RNC”, “all links of the U-MSC”.  In case of the addition of such resources, the new resources would have to be manually configured to run the already installed measurement.  In case of the removal of such resources, unwanted error messages would be generated.

Since the above situation will occur frequently during the network growth phase in the initial years of 3G network operation, it is required that measurements operating under a scope, e.g. according to the above examples, would automatically adapt when resources fitting to the scope are added or removed.

4

Objective

This WI encompasses the functionality to scope measurements inside a node which would automatically reconfigure the measurement when a scoped resource is added or removed.  This means that if a resource that fits the scope is added it will automatically be included in the measurement operation.  Removal of such resources would not solicit any error messages.  In other words, the measurement process would automatically align with the configuration of the node.
