Figure 5.x-1: Example of MnS usage flexibility
Different set of management services may be used for the interoperability between different entities. Figure 5.x-1 illustrates an example of using management services for supporting interoperability in a multiple players scenario:
a)	Interoperability within systems of a single PLMN Organisation
b)	 Interoperability between systems belonging to different organizations
NOTE 1: These organizations can be either i) two different PLMN Organizations or ii) one PLMN Organization and an enterprise customer. In the latter case, we assume that the backend systems of these costumers are able to consume SA5 semantics. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE 2: The MnS offered for consumption to other organizations are securely made available through Gateway.
NOTE 3: The service order between different organizations is a prerequisite to achieve the interoperability between systems belonging to different organizations.
