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Rationale

As described in [3] SA5 would gain advantages from moving the normative specification of code (YANG, YAML) into Forge. The approved CR [2] made changes that make it a WG’s (SA5’) responsibility to decide on this.
We propose that: 

· the normative code shall be moved to Forge.
· the same code is removed from the Annexes of the Word specifications.
4
Detailed proposal

4.1
Scope of the proposal
[1] and [2] allows storing any stage 3 specification file normatively in Forge. It also states how the normative storage alternatives (Word TS or Forge) are chosen is decided by the responsible Working Group.

We propose that only those stage 3 files shall be handled now that already have both Forge and Word documentation. Other stage 3 files may be handled in later steps.

Slow start alternative (proposed)
In this alternative only the YANG files specified in TS 28.623 and TS 28.541 and the OpenAPI code in 28.541shall be move in step 1.
Major step alternative 

In this alternative YANG and YAML files specified in TS 28.532, TS 28.623, and TS 28.541 shall be move in step 1.

Other alternatives (e.g., moving all code files immediately) are also possible, but would result in too much work.

We propose to do the slow start alternatives now.

4.2
Release handling

It is proposed to migrate the Release-18 code to Forge. 
4.3
Migration process

After the SA#101 updates to the TS documents the code moderator should check if there are differences between the code in Forge and the code in the Word TS Annexes. If needed a report about the differences and CRs necessary to remove the differences shall be produced.
Code-migrating-CRs shall be written to void the annexes in the TS documents for which the normative code is moved to Forge and to replace these with Forge references as stated in [2].

Notify all CR authors early that, if the Code-migrating-CRs are approved, code updates will be merged based on the Forge content. The SA5 CR process already requires authors to create Forge branches for all code modifying CRs, so this needs no extra work from the authors, it is just to ensure a more careful review process of the Forge content.

4.4

Promote good practices
All code changes should create a merge request and use that as a Forge link. The last commit’s label should also be added.

The changed marked code in the CR should be generated from the Forge merge request and copied into the CR; avoid manually editing the changes in the CR word document.

Update the “SA5 ways of working procedure” to include the above items.

4.5
Code handling after migrating to Forge
After migrating to Forge, code changes will be merged in Forge by the code masters as today. MCC shall check that the correct CRs are included in the Forge update.

After each SA meeting Code Masters will download the (migrated) code files from Forge and forward it to MCC. MCC will store them in the zip file containing the new version of the TS document.
Update the “SA5 ways of working procedure” to include the above items.
