Overall description

As part of Rel-18 QoE WI, RAN3 is discussing how to support QoE Measurement Collection (QMC) for application sessions delivered via MBS broadcast or MBS multicast. In that context, RAN3 is discussing the following two options:

· Option 1: Consider MBS as a new “Service Type” for QMC of existing service types (e.g., DASH, MTSI, VR) and for MBS specific QoE metrics. This might require SA4 to define MBS-specific QoE metrics.
· Option 2: Consider MBS as a communication service, which is based on its definition in TS 23.247. In this context, the intention is to support QMC for existing service types carried via an MBS broadcast session or MBS multicast session. In this case, the QoE measurement configuration would consider the MBS delivery mode (e.g., broadcast or multicast) used in the session.
There is a view that RAN3 can assume Option 2 in Rel-18, considering that there has been no further update from SA4 (with respect to the LS reply in S4-230347), regarding whether MBS specific QoE metrics will be defined in Rel-18 timeframe, but there is no consensus. RAN3 therefore has the following questions:
Q1: RAN3 kindly requests SA4 to provide guidance on which of the options RAN3 should pursue in Rel-18, in order to support QMC for application sessions delivered via MBS broadcast or multicast.

Further RAN3 have the following question specific to Option 2:

Q2: Would the OAM (MCE) be interested in distinguishing QoE measurements collected for an existing service type (e.g., DASH) when delivering the service over MBS broadcast or multicast, compared to when the service is not delivered over MBS broadcast or multicast?
