[Huawei]: we need a new type of intent report for the proposed changes in the NRM

[Nokia]: we can re-use existing report... short-lived intent as an example

[Samsung]: there is no indication of short-lived intent...

[Nokia]: refising a requirement because there is a way to fulfill it already is not a reasonable approach

[Ericsson]: what is the purpose of consumer sending a test intent?

[Nokia]: consumer's confidence

[Ericsson]: but that is achieved via negotiation (not testing)

[Samsung]: proposed to focus on the requirement only and postpone solution to the next meeting (January)

[Samsung]: more on the concept of simulating the intent fulfillment by the producer (otherwise it becomes a regular intent)

[Ericsson]: not convinced that the requirements can be agreed if we don't understand what they mean. Insists that the justification needs to be agreed first (before we move to the requirements and later to the solutions).
[Nokia]: can we revise it (how)?

[Ericsson]: sees no chances for any agreement at this meeting

[Huawei]: let's postpone it to Rel-19 as part of "negotiation"

[Samsung]: enables consumer to define fulfilment deadline. Do we have a requirement? What is the logic?

[Nokia]: producer will "stop trying (to fulfill)" after deadline.

[Samsung]: report is not enough (letting consumer know that intent is not fulfillable)? Can consumer keep track of time and make a decision based on the observations of the report?

[Nokia]: producer has opportunity to observe the progress of fulfillment at much higher frequency

[Huawei]: reporting period (not observation period) is configurable

[Huawei]: at the end of each reporting period the producer will change the values of the attributes in the report.

[Huawei]: the functionality already exists, why do we need to give more flexibiltiy to the producer
[Ericsson]: previously asked questions have not been answered/clarified yet (gave specific examples)... there are unsupported assumptions (e.g. linear guaranteed fulfillment process, where consumer can anticipate that fulfillment will continue and won't be suddenly aborted)

[Huawei]: emphasized the importance of not deviating from TMF intent, NFV intent, etc... we cannot design an isolated solution (there are layers above and below us). E.g. there is no way to pass fulfillment deadline down to NFV system if their intents do not support it.

[Nokia]: we can't expect producer to keep trying indefinetely... we need to give producer opportunity to "give-up" (know when it's OK to give-up).

[Ericsson]: disagrees conceptually...

[Telefonica]: the last sentence of the first change (unhappy with the text) - there are several questions triggered by it... Is the feature itself valuable?

[Ericsson]: it is not... the task of the producer is to fulfill the intent. the reporting and monitoring is secondary and it's up to consumer to decide whether to monitor or not...

[Huawei] (rapporteur): can we reduce the first change and agree the result?
Proposed conclusion is to reduce the changes to first only and reduce it's scope - candidate for revision approval.
