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TSG-SA WG5 would like to thank T2 for the liaison statement entitled “ Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) and billing” ” (T2-000612, Shin Yokohama, Japan, 27 November - 1 December 2000).  It has been carefully considered and the conclusions cited below were reached.

The responsibilities of SA5 include defining charging functionality and associated CDRs for the relevant UMTS network nodes.  These definitions are in response to charging requirements provided by 3GPP Stage 1 and Stage 2 descriptions.  We acknowledge that the charging requirements for MMS are provided in the above liaison statement and the referenced documents “3GPP TS 22.140: Service aspects; Stage 1; Multimedia Messaging Service” and “3GPP TS 23.140: Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS); Functional description; Stage 2”.

Our release 4 and release 5 draft building block work item “Charging Management” (S5-000526) already includes a work task on service related charging.  For MMS, we plan to cover the requested work, as described in the previous paragraph, within the realm of this work task.  An initial examination of the proposed charging information for MMS CDRs has been made.  They appear appropriate, but limited time during this SA5 meeting precludes a final decision on their completeness and accuracy at this time.  A full analysis of the proposed CDR information together with the stage 1 and stage 2 specifications for MMS will be an early task of SA5 and appropriate communication with T2 will transpire.  Should our work on MMS charging suggest a need for a joint meeting or a workshop, we will advise T2 of this desire.

We look forward to co-operating with T2 and GSMA on the further elaboration of the MMS specifications.  We believe that this co-operation will lead to a fruitful conclusion within the release 5 time frame. The 12/2001 conclusion is subject to timely availability stable MMS specifications.
