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According to TS 25.331 V3.4.1 “RRC Protocol Specification”, there are two procedures to re-establish a radio link as follows:

1. RRC connection re-establishment procedure (see subclause 8.1.5)

2. RRC connection establishment procedure (see subclause 8.1.3)

The purpose of the RRC connection re-establishment procedure is to act on a lost RRC connection and is based on the RRC CONNECTION RE‑ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message. 

It is also possible to use the RRC connection establishment procedure to try to re-establish a radio link. 
This procedure is based on the RRC CONNECTION REQUEST message.

Subclause 10.2.40 states that the RRC Connection Request is the first message transmitted by the UE when setting-up an RRC Connection to the network. In fact, it seems to be also possible to re-establish a radio link using the IE Establishment cause (see subclause 10.3.3.11) with the value “Call re-establishment”.

SA5 has the following questions on the measurement definition to be answered as soon as possible:

· Why RAN2 proposes two different procedures for the same task?

· When is which procedure used to re-establish a radio link?
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
