Analysis of the overlap between Subscription Management Requirements and the Service Requirements for OSA (Open Service Access) as defined in 3GPP TS 22.127.

Open services Access (OSA)

The OSA describes an open standard interface between a Network Operator and Service Provider(s) for the support of the service requirements described in Virtual Home Environment Stage 1.

The OSA therefore can be said to describe an interface between two Subscription Management roles (PLMN Operator and Service Provider)

OSA provides a standard interface towards service capability features in the network which can be combined to create services.
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Subscription Management (SM)

The Subscription Management Work Item will capture the operational requirements leading to solutions necessary for the subscription management challenge.

OSA will therefore be a tool that could be used by Subscription Management and SM requirements should be used to test the OSA features.

Analysis of overlap between OSA Requirements and SM requirements

OSA Requirements 

OSA Requirements in 22.127 0.4.0 are all high level and cover topics such as “data management, charging and traceability and security.  

No overlap

OSA Functions

A number of functions are identified and listed under Framework Functions (e.g. Trust and Security, Integrity Management, Integration management, Authentication, Authorisation, Registration and Discovery), Network Functions (e.g. Data Session Mtnc, IP Multimedia handling, Info Transfer, Charging) and User Data Related Functions (User Status, User Location, User Profile Management, Terminal Capabilities).

These functions will be of interest for the realisation of Subscription Management Requirements.
