It was agreed that SA5 would undertake to study this document for SA5#18 and either come up with suggestions as to how this might be achieved or actually make the changes and send these to ITU as a contribution.

BT raised the point that the interaction and relationship with the TOM. Making a presentation to TMF at the joint session in Paris was discussed.


Telia raised the question of where content provider would fit, it was agreed to keep this out of the diagram and to document separately (class diagrams?) that content providers (messaging, voice, multimedia etc.)


It was proposed that the Internet Service Provider would be removed, Telia asked to keep this in and this was agreed .It was agreed to change PLMN to Mobile.


BT said we need to work on 1st What is provided and 2nd How it is provided


SA5 chair asked what interface are we targeting. The possibility of a HSS Interface was discussed. Bearer or Application level  Service ?


BT suggested that the types of functions we should consider were 1) Initial subscriber provisioning, 2) Subscriber service modification (additional services) 3) Service/Subscriber removal., BT suggested developing some scenarios. Internet access was also suggested as an additional area to be investigated.


SA5 chair suggested steps would be Role Model, Architecture  and Interface

Conclusion, some overlap in User Profile Management and Terminal capabilities, an issue identified was how VHE would be provided with OSA

Regarding the scheduling of work for 32.800 it was agreed that this is a matter for the document rapporteur and the group, and is also contribution driven.

BT raised the point also that some mapping of our work to the TOM might be helpful.
