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3GPP SA5 is presently undertaking a feasibility study to align 3GPP SA5 Release 5 CORBA network management solution with the ITU-T CORBA framework described in ITU-T X.780 and ITU-T Q.816, which were initiated by T1M1.5. 3GPP SA5 Release 5 is currently scheduled for March 2002. 
We understand that ITU-T has agreed to progress new FM (Q.821-CORBA) and PM (Q.822-CORBA) recommendations (based on ITU-T Q.821 and ITU-T Q.822) which are compliant to the ITU-T CORBA framework. The use of these documents in 3GPP SA5 will depend on the results of this feasibility study.  In addition, the completion of the ITU-T Q.821 and ITU-T Q.822 documents in the September 2001 time frame would be required for 3GPP SA5 to adopt their use in the 3GPP SA5 R5 time frame.

The 3GPP SA5 FM Committee currently has an active Release 5 work item to consider alignment of existing FM features with Q.821 and is willing to take in consideration Q.821 when introducing new features. This work item affects both CMIP and CORBA implementations. This alignment study has not yet been started.

Regarding PM activities, 

· the PM RG does not specify a PM IRP in Release 4 (June 2001), which implies that the PM group will not review, and provide comments to, the ITU-T specifications in the Release 4 timeframe; the work on PM IRP in Release 5 is limited to threshold management and managing file transfer and contents.

· we expect to re-use existing material from SA5 (e.g. framework, regardless of whether it is in line with frameworks defined by other groups outside of SA5 or not) or other groups (e.g. PM specific functions and/or interfaces);

· having learned that ITU-T specifications will be available in the autumn of 2001, we are envisaging their usability for our purposes.

3GPP SA5 is monitoring these documents and plans to submit any comments and concerns to ITU-T SG4, which will be copied to T1M1.
