SECTION H: DELIVERABLES

Article 47: Conversion by Organizational Partners

Organizational Partners shall use their best endeavours to convert the Technical Specifications and Technical Reports

approved by the Partnership Project into national/regional deliverables in a timely manner through their normal 

processes.

The Organizational Partners are urged not to change the technical parts of the Technical Specifications and Technical

Reports; they may add non-technical parts required by their own deliverable schemes and they may add descriptions of

options selected.

Organizational Partners should ensure that all un-resolved comments raised during their public enquiry and approval

phases are delivered to the appropriate TSG.

Mr. Davidson requested the Board to provide clarification about the status of 3GPP specifications in terms of deliverables and stressed that if they were to be made available to the public at large they should be approved as ETSI deliverables.

After some discussions the Board confirmed that 3GPP is to be regarded as an ETSI Technical body which implies that any specification coming out from 3GPP should be immediately adopted as an ETSI Technical Specification according to the ETSI rules. However this raised the question where two bodies have common interest in specifications to be produced. The Board finally agreed the principle that if some deliverables are in common between several bodies all bodies should be involved before final approval. In the case of 3GPP if documents are relevant to the 2nd generation TC SMG should be involved. …

Decision B22/16:
The Board confirmed 3GPP is to be regarded as an ETSI Technical body (type EPP) and may create/publish its own deliverables.
