We need to ensure that our reports and specifications use consistent terminology,  as for R99 we had

ME              Mobile Equipment

MS              Mobile Station, the combination of ME and USIM (or SIM)

For R4 and R5 we have UE which as agreed in Kyongju SA#5, the "UE" is all user equipment including PCs, PDAs etc.   If we want to refer to the Mobile Handset itself then we need to use the term "MT" and to be clear about what is the source and destination of, for example, the SIP messages in our documents
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
