Mr. ROSENBROCK, 3PGPP Chairman from 1999 to 2000, congratulated 3GPP SA WG5 (Telecom Management) for meeting the "6 months" time frame after the approval of the "CORE" specifications by producing a complete set of TMN standards for the needs of the wireless industry as 3GPP Release 99 (32-series) in a very competitive market environment with abundant proprietary solutions (the area where the former SMG6 failed; i.e. completely missed the time-line for delivering the necessary standards). Now the 3GPP SA5 standards are used as basis by 3GPP2 and are also directly referenced by the ITU-T SG4 (the transposed SDO - here ETSI UMTS - deliverables). 

Although 3GPP does not have yet an “award system”, Karl-Heinz ROSENBROCK took this opportunity to congratulate the Rapporteurs from ETSI Individual Members of  the 3GPP. As a sign of recognition from the ETSI side he handed out certificates of appreciation to:

The Chairman reported that SA5 did very well in the SA plenary after all. In fact, the SA Chairman commended SA5 for our completion of the Release 99 work and submitting excellent WI proposals and work plan. Here are basically what happened:

1)
All 3 parts of 32.106 submitted were approved for Release-99 and now put under the change control.

2)
All 3 feature-level and 6 BB-level WIs were approved as they were proposed.

3)
All CRs but one submitted by SA5 were approved. [SP-000523 S5-000535 32.005 CR 002 R99 F 

Support 3G CS by adding "system type" parameter to CDRs (same as in 3G PS)].
The SA5 Chairman explained that the one CR returned to SA5 is CR 002 against 32.005, which proposed to add an optional system parameter to differentiate 2G and 3G networks. Two points were questioned regarding this CR. The first asked by T-Mobil was about the use of the parameter (enumerated type ranging 1): whether the range will be expanded with further new releases added later or not. The second asked by the SA chairman and shared by someone else (of S2) was whether the CDR generator will indeed have the ability of knowing in every possible scenario of CDR generation case if the service delivered is through a 2G or 3G, including the case of a soft handover, etc., etc. 
The SA5 Secretary communicated with some of the CH RG members in order to provide satisfactory answer to SA before the meeting was over. However, the time ran out very quickly, and the SA5 Chairman concluded that the CR will be studied again in the next Sophia Antipolis SA5 meeting. 
The SA5 Secretary and Chairman also noted that a CR against 32.015 that contains an analogous solution to the packet side was approved by SA. The result is now an asymmetry. But, there was no SA intention of creating an asymmetry. It was just because the CR to 32.015 contained other issues and the optional parameter was rather a small thing in it. SA5 can fix the problem in one way or another when we conclude our discussion in the next meeting about this optional parameter.

Other administrative issues

SA5 decided at SA5#15 in Alaska (November 2000) that:

· Reports from RGs to the SA5 closing plenary (at least an executive summary of 1-2 pages containing issues for decision by the SA5 plenary) should be provided to the SA5 Secretary on Thursday by COB (05.00 p.m.) at the latest. 

· RG meeting report (detailed minutes) – if not already provided at the closing SA5 plenary - should be made available within one (1) week of the meting close date.

· The SA5 closing plenary should start on the last day, i.e. Friday, morning at 08.00 a.m. sharp.

· Social events on Thursday evening, before the SA5 closing plenary, should be avoided.

· SA5 management team (Chair, Vice-Chair, Rapporteurs, Secretary) meetings should be held at least once during the SA5 plenary meetings as early as possible during the respective week (e.g. on Monday at 6 p.m. sharp).

· The RGs and the SA5 plenary should regularly review the Work Plan & the WID at each and every SA5 plenary.

The SA5 re-endorsed at SA5#15 in Alaska (November 2000) the already agreed SA5 Working Procedures in S5-99112, which are reproduced below for reference:

1. Any document that is to be presented at the next meeting for information or review must be made available via the SA5 e‑mail five (5) working days before the meeting. 

2. Baseline documents, which have changes agreed during a meeting, are to be updated by the Rapporteur with revision bars and made available via the SA5 e-mail list within two (2) weeks of the meeting close date.

3. New contributions for existing baseline documents should not contain any previous revision bars.

4. Meeting Reports are to be made available via the SA5 e-mail list within two (2) weeks of the meeting close date.

5. If a document is provisionally agreed during a meeting and approval is required before the next meeting, the document Rapporteur should:

· Make the necessary updates to reflect the agreement.

· Make the document available via the SA5 e-mail list.

· Allow a five-day review period before requesting final approval via an e-mail poll.

6. All documents for a meeting complying to rules 1& 2 above are to be made available on a local server by the meeting host.

7. Documents are to be made available to the meeting host on floppy disk in sufficient time to guarantee availability on the local server prior to meeting start time. This is the responsibility of the document presenter.

8. Any new documents (including amendments to already distributed documents), which have been agreed and made available at the meeting, will be made available via the SA5 e-mail list within 2 weeks of the meeting close date. This is the responsibility of the SA5 Chair.

Notes:

1. Documents submitted to SA5 not complying to rules 1&2 above will not be guaranteed discussion at the next meeting except at the Chairman's discretion.

2. If documents do not comply to rule 1 above and hard copies of the document are required at the meeting the responsibility for providing hard copies will lie with the document presenter.

3. Documents submitted to SA5 not complying to rule 1 above, but which are discussed and agreed at the meeting cannot be finally agreed except by following rule 5 (provisional agreements).
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
