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3GPP TSG T2 would like to thank the SyncML initiative for this update on the status of the mobile device management project within SyncML that was identified in February as a SyncML work item for this year.  T2 would also like to thank the SyncML initiative for providing formal status updates and details on their newly formed Device Management (DevMan) Committee.  This presentation was made at T2’s opening plenary meeting in Busan, Korea.

This update noted the desire on the part of the SyncML initiative to form a cross-SDO effort between the new DevMan committee, T2, and other groups.  T2 would like to take part in such a cross-SDO effort if all legal issues may be accommodated.  T2 would also like to apprise DevMan of other efforts in addition to T2’s applications management, MMS, and MExE areas of expertise in the device management space within 3GPP.  These efforts are hosted by 3GPP TSG T2 as well as 3GPP TSG SA1 and 3GPP TSG SA5.  As a method of introduction, SA1 and SA5 are copied on this liaison and encouraged to contact DevMan directly.

T2 notes from the excellent detailed presentation provided by the SyncML initiative’s Peter Thompson that there are already areas of commonality plus there are other areas which have been explored by T2 that should be considered as part of this cross-SDO discussion.  Those areas include but are not limited to a base set of object types, security in transport and end-to-end paths, a viable set of use cases, and convergence of user profiles; the latter of which will be elaborated between several working groups within 3GPP as part of the Release 5 work.

T2 would be willing to provide the SyncML initiative’s DevMan committee with an update on T2’s progress to date in this area as time permits.

T2 looks forward to continuing to work with the SyncML initiative in such areas of common interest.
