The 20th meeting of SA5 will take place during the last week of May in Brighton, which is on the South East Coast of England. 

Brighton is situated 28 miles from London’s Gatwick Airport, 60 miles from Heathrow Airport and 95 miles from Stanstead Airport.

The meeting will be held at the historic Royal Albion Hotel in Brighton. The hotel has stunning sea views and is within a short distance of a major shopping centre.

We have negotiated a reduced room rate for all delegates of £60 (circa. US$90) per person per night bed and breakfast (B&B), from Sunday 27 May through to Thursday 31 May inclusive. For those registering early there may even be the luxury of those wonderful sea views. 

Individuals are responsible for their own room reservations, and should call the hotel on  +44 1273 329202, and ask for the reservations department. You will need to quote reference 3GPP SA5 to obtain the discounted rate. If after you have booked you are unable to attend the meeting for any reason and need to cancel your accommodation, you need to inform the hotel a minimum of 48 hours in advance to avoid cancellation charges.

Room Rate:

You must mention 3GPP SA5 to guarantee the special room rate of £60 per person per night bed and breakfast (B&B). This rate is guaranteed for accommodation booked for the nights from Sunday 27 May through to Thursday 31 May, with an option at the same rate for those also wishing to stay overnight on Friday 1 June. Individuals are responsible for their own room reservations. If for any reason and need to cancel your accommodation; you should inform the hotel a minimum of 48 hours in advance to avoid cancellation charges. 

Please make your reservation before 23rd May 2001.

In addition, 10 rooms are available at the discounted rate of £60 (B&B) on a “first come first serve” basis for the night of Saturday 26 May 2001. Delegates who wish to stay on Saturday night, and who register after these rooms have already been allocated will be charged the rate on request, which is likely to be circa. £110 per person per night. 

For anyone wishing to stay on Friday 1 June the B&B rate of £60 per person per night will apply, and a number of rooms have been provisionally held for 3GPP SA5 delegates, these must be booked by Wednesday 23 May to secure our special rate.

For your information if you are considering staying at the hotel the following weekend (2 & 3 June). This weekend a major conference opens in the city and hotels are already heavily booked from Saturday 2 June. If you wish to book accommodation at the Royal Albion, the room only rate will be circa. £180 (circa. US$270) per night. Already the hotel only has a limited number of rooms available. Please enquire directly with the Royal Albion Hotel regarding reservations.

Car Parking:

There are no parking facilities at the hotel, although there is limited underground public parking located in Regency Square, which is 10 minutes walk from the hotel. Parking in Brighton costs around £12 – 15 for each 24 hours.

Transport:

From London Gatwick Airport:

Train (Journey time 35 minutes):

The quickest way to reach the hotel is to take the train from the airport directly to Brighton, which run every half-hour and take about 30 minutes to reach the city. It is then a 5/10-minute taxi journey from the train station to the hotel.

By Car (Journey time 40 –90 minutes)):

The distance is 28 miles. Take the M23/A23 direction Brighton, and follow the signs to Town Centre/Seafront and then Seafront. The hotel is located at the junction of Old Steine and Kings Road. The Royal Albion hotel is located to the right of the roundabout and directly opposite the Palace Pier on the seafront. If travelling by car, expect your journey from the airport to the hotel to take anything from 40 – 90 minutes depending on time of travel and traffic congestion.

From London Heathrow Airport:

Public Transport (Journey time 130 - ?? minutes):

By Car (Journey time 100 minutes – several days)

The distance is 70 miles. Take the M4 motorway direction West (towards M25) then join the M.25 South (direction M.3, M.23). The Gatwick/Brighton turnoff is located at junction 7 (M.23), following signposts to Brighton this will take you onto the M23 motorway and then A23. Coming into Brighton, you will need to follow the signs to Town Centre/Seafront. The hotel is located at the junction of Old Steine and Kings Road and directly opposite the Palace Pier. If travelling by car, you should allow 90 – 150 minutes to reach the hotel depending on the time you are travelling and traffic congestion.
