2- Approval of agenda

The agenda contained in Annex B was approved.

3- Results of discussion on Release 99 issues

S5F010096 : this CR highlights the fact that a probable cause is missing in the CORBA SS compared to the ones defined in the alarm IRP IS and proposes to add it. The CR for R99 was accepted and the change is also included in R4.

S5F010100 : discussion postponed until CMIP SS author/editor has studied the document.

4- Results of discussion on new features for alarm IRP IS R4

S5F010087 : this document contains a CR proposal to add a new feature to clear alarms over Itf-N. The contribution is welcome since it addresses one item identified in FM work plan for R4. However, it is considered too late to start discussion on this item for R4 now. This contribution together with the Ericsson’s former one on alarm removal will be kept as valid input documents for R5 on this subject. Ericsson pointed out that the Nokia proposal was already contained in a proposal Ericsson made for R99 and which was rejected/postponed due to heavy discussion and no conclusion on the subject.

5- Results of discussion on new structure for Alarm IRP release 4

S5F010089 : this document contains a CR proposal to clarify the behaviour of notifyChangedAlarm to indicate that a new alarm is not sent again if it is still active in the alarm list and if there is no change compared to the existing one. This is clarified already with the new clause pre-condition of the new alarm IRP IS R4. Thus, the CR is rejected as such, but the clarification is accepted and covered in R4.

S5F010088 : proposal to change acknowledgeAlarm and notifyAckStateChange to optional. The reason is that context B (Itf-N implemented on NE) cannot be fulfilled with all NE types which are sometimes not powerful enough, and force those NE types to be hidden behind an EM.  Nokia is encouraged to produce a more general contribution on how to define Mandatory and Optional qualifiers for operations with regards to different contexts (several categories of Itf-N, or all operations are optional, or keep what we have,…)

S5F010090 contains the latest draft of alarm IRP IS R4 and S5F010092 contains comments on this latest draft. The latest draft has been reviewed together with comments on it and this has led to the following final agreements on alarm IRP IS R4 :

· to change reference “106-2” to “301-2”

· to update reference 13

· to add a note on notificationID attribute of alarmInformation to indicate that this attribute may be retired in R5 when log Management IRP is introduced and that the information supported by this attribute is no longer carried by getAlarmList. The qualifier could be changed to Optional, Ericsson have to provide their final position.

· The text in clause 5.3.2.2 is rephrased

· In clause 5.3.3.1, to change reference to NRM to new generic service, and to add a reference in clause reference

· Clause 5.3.6.2 is removed because those attributes are inherited from Top. 

· In clause 5.5.1, the 2 last rows are removed (inherited). We need to make sure that the definition of objectInstance in Generic NRM contains the second part of the definition given here (« The semantics … until the end of the paragraph »).

· Clause 6.2 becomes 6.3 and the new clause generic rules defined in the template is added in 6.2

· In clauses 6.2.2.5 and 6.3.1.5, last sentence is removed

· Clause 6.7.1.3.2 is rephrased

· When we notify a change, the information that is sent contains only Mandatory parameters that can be filtered or information that has changed. The rest don’t need to be transmitted and thus is removed from the notifications (like notifyAckStateChange, notifyClearedAlarm,…)

· Clause 6.3.6.3 is renumbered 6.7.3.3

· In clause 6.7.4.1, to indicate that a partial rebuilt may occur (not always a complete one) and be notified if it is not a part of a bigger rebuilt

· In clause 6.7.4.2, to remove the first row

· In annex A, to change “”attribute to “parameter” for notificationType and alarmType

· SystemDN is qualified as Conditional for all notifications

· Qualifier of notifyChangedAlarm is Conditional in IS, Mandatory in CORBA SS

The updated alarm IRP IS R4 containing all the above changes will be submitted to SA5 for approval. The CR proposal is contained in S5F010104.

A draft CR proposal to 32.111-1 has been prepared in order to reflect in this requirements document the new features introduced in R4. The updated alarm IRP requirements document for R4 contained in S5F010107 will be submitted to SA5 for approval.

The updated alarm IRP CORBA SS document for R4 is contained in S5F010117. Since this document has been submitted recently, the FM RG considers that some additional days are necessary to review it in full details before approving it. This document will be submitted to SA5 and an approval by correspondence will be requested. If it is approved, it will then be forwarded to next SA meeting for approval.

The updated alarm IRP CMIP SS document for R4 is not yet available. However, a first draft should be available in the following days. The agreement is to submit it to next SA plenary for information if it is available by next Tuesday morning (June 5th) and accepted by correspondence by the SA5 community.
6- Results of discussion on methodology for IRP IS release 4 new structure

S5F010058:  The template contained in this document has been approved. It is the final template for IS definition in R4. An introductory text has been defined to present this template in Annex A of 32.102. This text together with the template will be contained in the CR proposal on 32.102 that will be submitted to the AR/PR group for approval.

A draft CR proposal intending to update the definitions contained in 32.101 has been reviewed and approved. The final CR proposal is contained in S5F010102 and will be submitted to AR/PR group for approval.

A draft CR proposal intending to update 32.102 has been reviewed, discussed, amended and approved. This CR proposal contains new definitions, a revised clause 10.4 containing the approach being used in R4 to produce alarm IRP IS and notification IRP IS (and that should be used in the future to produce all IS), a refined definition of qualifiers, and an annex including the template for IS. The final CR proposal is contained in S5F010103 and will be submitted to AR/PR group for approval.

7- Results of discussion on new structure for Notification IRP IS release 4

S5F010084 : This document contains the latest draft of notification IRP IS R4. This has been reviewed and led to the following agreed changes :

· references are updated

· The 2 first paragraphs of the introduction are removed

· The version number included in the title is removed, assuming this will be agreed during the joint FM/CM/AR session.

· The getNotificationCategories operation is attached to notificationIRP instead of IRPAgent

· SystemDN is confirmed as Conditional

· NotificationID parameter is not filterable.

The updated notification IRP IS R4 containing all the above changes will be submitted to SA5 for approval. The CR proposal is contained in S5F010106.

S5F010097 contains a proposal to 32.301-1 (requirements part of notification IRP). This document has been reviewed, slightly updated and approved by FM RG. The updated notification IRP requirements document for R4 contained in S5F010113 will be submitted to SA5 for approval.

A draft CR proposal to 32.106-3 (32.301-3) has be prepared in order to reflect in this document the new features introduced in R4 and also to update the mapping rules due to changes introduced in the new representation of information in the Information Service. The following comments have been produced :

8- Results of discussion on new generic IRP Management service for release 4

S5F010098 : This document contains the latest draft for the requirements part of generic IRP management for R4. It contains requirements of the common services that are supported by all IRPs. This has been reviewed and led to the following agreed changes :

· 2 first paragraphs of introduction clause are removed

· in foreword clause, version number is removed

· clause scope is slightly rephrased

· in clause definition, the definition of IRPVersion as approved during the joint FM/CM/AR session is introduced. Definition of notification is removed.

· In clause abbreviation, CORBA is removed

· A few sentences here and there have been rephrased

The updated requirements part of generic IRP management containing all the above changes will be submitted to SA5 for approval. The CR proposal is contained in S5F010108.

S5F010085 : This document contains the latest draft for the generic IRP management IS for R4. This has been reviewed and led to the following agreed changes :

· 2 first paragraphs of introduction clause are removed

· in foreword clause, version number is removed

· clause scope is slightly rephrased

· in clause definition, the definition of IRPVersion as approved during the joint FM/CM/AR session is introduced. Definition of notification is removed.

· In clause abbreviation, CORBA is removed

· In clause reference, a new reference to the requirements part is added

· In clause 4.1, the reference in the diagram to notification IRP is changed to any IRP

· The class diagram will be updated (capital letter for IOC)

· In clause 6.2 the generic rules (coming from the IS template) have been added)

· In clause 6.3.1.1, the definition has been refined to more accurately identify the versions numbers that have to be returned

The updated generic IRP management IS containing all the above changes will be submitted to SA5 for approval. The CR proposal is contained in S5F010110.

9- Results of discussion of joint session  FM – CM - AR 

· S5F010093, S5F010094 : CR proposal on IRP Versioning  for IS and CORBA SS. The technical content is approved. However, the change shall be reflected in the IS since it shall be applied to both SS.

· CR on 32.102 to update the semantics of qualifiers in the Solution Set. This has been approved.

10- Results of discussion of joint session  FM – CM  

The purpose of the joint FM – CM session was to solve the issue of alarmIRP and notificationIRP objects that are defined in two different ways in R4, one time in the generic NRM IS and another time in each corresponding IRP IS. Considering the fact that the most logical location for each xxxIRP object is to be defined in its corresponding IRP IS document, the decision has been made to remove alarmIRP and notificationIRP from generic NRM IS.

A side issue has been identified : the visibility of the getContainment operation of BasicCM IRP should be specified somewhere. This issue, which is purely a CM issue, will be solved in the CM RG.
