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Doc Summary:
The introduction of the time difference with UTC in the measurement result file name will allow a more generic management of measurement result files.
Specs involved:
TS 32.104-1
This contribution proposes to introduce the time difference with UTC (Universal Time Co-ordinated) in the measurement result file naming defined in clause B.1.2 ‘File Naming” of the TS 32.104-1.

The Starttime and Endtime fields should be of the form HHMMshhmm where:

· HH is the two digit hour of the day, based on a 24 hour clock (00-23)

· MM is the month in two digit notation (01-12)

· s is the sign of the difference with UTC (+ or -)

· hh is the two digit delta UTC hours (00-23)

· mm is the two digit delta UTC minutes (00-59)

This new syntax is more generic and makes useless the use of running count (RC) parameter which should be removed from file name. In fact, the use of RC may lead to confusion in case of modification of the granularity period during the 25th hour (not very likely to happen but theoretically possible).

Another benefit of the proposed file naming is to make easier for the NM the management of EMs located in different time zones.
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
