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3GPP SA5 has reviewed the SG 4 Liaison prepared by the SG 4 CORBA experts group at their meeting in April/May 2001 and offers the following comments:

1. 3GPP SA5 thanks SG 4 for the clarification of the Q.816 changes related to the normative referencing of the 3GPP NotificationIRPOperations interface specified in 32.106-3. It significantly improves SA5’s understanding of the alignment of the 3GPP Notification IRP with Q.816.

2. To make 3GPP Notification IRP defined notification structure fully aligned with that defined by Q.816, SA5 needs to study the SG 4 NOTIF 7 and NOTIF 9 requirements further. This study is expected to identify those changes to the notification structures that SA5 believes are needed to achieve full alignment while enabling SA5 to understand the impact and benefits of these changes on SA5. The results of this study will be shared with SG 4.

3. 3GPP SA5 looks forward to receiving copies of the latest drafts available at the July SG 4 meeting of the CORBA framework and application standards (Façade, CORBA Q.821, and CORBA Q.822.)

4. SA5 also notes the redirection of its request regarding M.3010 CORBA conformance and awaits further information.
