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Document Summary:
The amount of storage required for multi-media messages will be vast compared to SMS messages.  Additionally, if MMS tends towards relying on persistent network storage rather than local storage at the UE, then the cost of accessing messages may be considerably more than message recipients are prepared to accept.  For SMS, the sender and not the receiver pays.

· It is therefore proposed that TS 32.235 explicitly state that the sender of a MMS message, and not the receiver, is responsible for payment.  Additionally, pertinent sections of TS 32.235 are to reflect this same payment responsibility.

A complexity exists if the standards allow for users to manage storage of their messages;  i.e., messages to be stored until delivered to the recipient's terminal, until they expire, or until they are deleted by the user.   If stored in network elements, should the recipient pay a part of the cost?  Should charges vary according to storage type?

Another potential complexity concerns message delivery.  Consider having only headers delivered to a recipient.  Should the recipient pay a part (or totally) for those messages that are requested for contents delivery and not those messages deleted on the basis of a header?
