Internal Charging Group Report

1 Call to Order

The Charging Rapporteur group meeting was called to order on Monday, 28 May 2001 at 08:45.  It was chaired by Thaddeus Kobylarz, AT&T Wireless Services, and 15 people participated.  The meeting adjourned on Thursday, 30 May 2001 at 17:45 after meeting for 14 quarters.
2 Participant Registration

3 Agenda Approval and Document Registration

The agenda was approved without suggested changes.  However, the sequence of items was altered to provide Release 4 Technical Specifications the highest priority.  The second order of priority was for responding to liaisons.  A revised agenda appears in Annex B.

The agenda identifies input documents registered for the meeting by a yellow highlighting, as “S5B010043”.  Documents numbered below S5B010085 were carried from the previous meeting.  Output documents produced at the meeting also appear in the agenda by a blue highlighting, as “S5-010121”.  

4 Review of Previous Meeting Report

Lack of time precluded a review of the previous meeting’s report.  This review will take place at a future meeting.

5 Release 4 Technical Specifications

5.1 Charging specification TS 32.200

Contribution S5B010070 represented the proposed text to TS 32.200.  Contribution S5B010071 concerned MMS aspects relevant to this TS.  The CB members reviewed both documents and recommended many changes to TS 32.200.  These changes were incorporated by the TS editor and now constitute version 1.0.1 of this TS.  The CB members concluded that, even with the recommended changes, TS 32.200 V1.0.1 should go forward “for information” to SA#12 (06/01).  It was further concluded that it is possible for this TS to achieve a revised state adequate to present it “for approval” at SA#13 (09/01).   

5.2 Charging specification TS 32.205

Contribution S5B010072 represented the proposed text to TS 32.205.  The CB members reviewed the contribution and recommended many changes to TS 32.205.  These changes were incorporated by the TS editor and now constitute version 1.0.2 of this TS.  The CB members concluded that, even with the recommended changes, TS 32.205 V1.0.2 should go forward “for information” to SA#12 (06/01).  It was further concluded that it is possible for this TS to achieve a revised state adequate to present it “for approval” at SA#13 (09/01).  Because this represents the second time (V1.0.2) that TS 32.205 is presented for information, it is especially imperative that approval is requested at SA#13.

5.3  Charging specification TS 32.215

Contribution S5B010073 represented the proposed text to TS 32.215.  Contribution S5B010067 concerned charging characteristics aspects relevant to this TS.  The CB members reviewed both documents and recommended many changes to TS 32.215.  These changes were incorporated by the TS editor and now constitute version 1.0.1 of this TS.  The CB members concluded that, even with the recommended changes, TS 32.215 V1.0.1 should go forward “for information” to SA#12 (06/01).  It was further concluded that it is possible for this TS to achieve a revised state adequate to present it “for approval” at SA#13 (09/01).  The only item remaining is a final examination by developers.  

A previously reported issue of an ambiguity in TS 29.060 on the transfer of charging characteristics (S5B010081)appears to have been resolved.  The explanation of this particular transfer is also described in TS 23.060, but with clarity.  A liaison was prepared (S5-010225) to communicate with CN4 (source of TS 29.060) and SA2 (source of TS 23.060) requesting confirmation that the TS 23.060 interpretation is correct and to remedy the TS 29.060 ambiguity.  Liaisons S5-010381 and S5-010382, from SA2 and CN4 respectively, indicate the intention to remove any inconsistencies.  A liaison (S5-010327), expressing gratitude, was prepared for SA2 and CN4.
5.4 Charging specification TS 32.235

Contribution S5B010074 represented the proposed text to TS 32.235.  The CB members reviewed both documents and recommended many changes to TS 32.235.  These changes were incorporated by the TS editor and now constitute version 1.0.1 of this TS.  The CB members concluded that, even with the recommended changes, TS 32.235 V1.0.1 should go forward “for information” to SA#12 (06/01).  It was further concluded that it is possible for this TS to achieve a revised state adequate to present it “for approval” at SA#13 (09/01). 

A recent liaison (S5-010367) from T2 requested an opportunity to review TS 32.235 prior to its submission to SA#12.  In order to avail time for the review, delivery by e-mail was suggested.  A liaison reply (S5-010326), that attaches TS 32.235, was prepared.   

6 New & Other business

Because of the established priorities, the only other agenda items broached were new business and other business liaison replies.  Six such liaisons were prepared.  They are S5-010322, S5-010323, S5-010324, S5-010325, S5-010328, and S5-010329.  These were replies to the incoming liaisons S5-010309, S5B010012, S5-010363, S5-010364, S5-010367, S5-010365, and S5-010383, respectively.  The subjects of the liaisons were as follows:

· S5-010322 – IP multi-media charging principle,

· S5-010323 – IMT2000 Management Co-operation,

· S5-010324 – IM Call Transfer service,

· S5-010325 – Inclusion of charging data in Call Data Records for CAMEL control of MT-SMS in MSC and SGSN,

· S5-010328 – SMS Reference Number,
· S5-010329 – Updating Subscriber and equipment trace (GSM 12.08) Number for SMS.
