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Accounting: The process of apportioning charges between the Home Environment, Serving Network and User.
Accounting: Accounting is the recording and measurement function within network elements, which handle various types of communication service processing e.g. circuit or packed switched bearer services for speech and data, transaction-oriented services like SMS or SCI, usage of additional services like supplementary services or IN/CAMEL, content usage. A billing-input e.g. CDR is generated by collection and analysis of single event data.
Billing: A function whereby CDRs generated by the charging function are transformed into bills requiring payment.

Billing: Billing is the rating function of the Administration and Billing Centre or Pre-Paid System, i.e. outside of the communication service processing. The accounting related data delivered by the network elements are correlated with a relevant tariff model in order to create the bill. The bill is used for payment demand to the subscriber, which was responsible for the whole communication service or service part.

Chargeable Event: An activity utilising telecommunications network infrastructure and related services for user to user communication (e.g. a single call, a data communication session or a short message), or for user to network communication (e.g. service profile administration), or for inter-network communication (e.g. transferring calls, signalling, or short messages), or for mobility (e.g. roaming or inter-system handover), which the network operator wants to charge for. The cost of a chargeable event may cover the cost of sending, transporting, delivery and storage. The cost of call related signalling may also be included.
Chargeable Event: to be clarify
Charged Party: A user involved in a chargeable event who has to pay parts or the whole charges of the chargeable event, or a third party paying the charges caused by one or all users involved in the chargeable event, or a network operator.
Charged Party: to be clarify
Charging: A function whereby information related to a chargeable event is formatted and transferred in order to make it possible to determine usage for which the charged party may be billed.
Charging: Charging is an overall term for the whole accounting function and limited pre-billing functions within the communication network domain, which are executed locally by the communication service processing (e.g. zone and charge determination) or in co-operation with add-on service platforms (e.g. IN/CAMEL).
Charging Data Record (CDR): A formatted collection of information about a chargeable event (e.g. time of call set-up, duration of the call, amount of data transferred, etc) for use in billing and accounting. For each party to be charged for parts of or all charges of a chargeable event a separate CDR shall be generated, i.e more than one CDR may be generated for a single chargeable event, e.g. because of its long duration, or because more than one charged party is to be charged.
Off-line Charging: The charge is calculated after finishing of the communication service or service part. The operator determine the price after service execution. Different asynchronous events and information can be related. The bill is created after usage of communication network and services with time separated, remote post-processing. The operator goes in submission. The network operator performs the communication service - i.e. the resource usage by the subscriber - before payment by the responsible subscriber.
One Stop Billing: One bill for all charges incurred using UMTS.

Online Charging: The charge is calculated during running of the communication service from start on. The operator determine the price before and during service execution. Only different synchronous events and information can be related. The bill is created during usage of communication network and services with simultaneous, remote or integrated post-processing. The subscriber goes in submission (gives a credit) in case of pre-paid service by pre-charge of an account. In a similar way the result can be used for advice (AoC) to the service lifetime or subscriber supervision.
