2.1 Release 4 issues

The functional specification for this WT is 95% completed.  A joined session with the FM RG took place during this meeting, and as a result, a contribution to align TS 32.401 with the alarm IRP is expected for meeting #22.  Together with also expected editorial reviews/updates, this will complete the WT for Release 4.

· Achievements:
a number of contributions and LSs have been received on the XML file format.  The LS from ITU-T (S5-010495) includes a contribution of a tML schema definition that eventually could replace the existing XML file format.  The PM RG will propose until meeting #22 if, and how, to include that material already in Release 4, but a final decision on the relationship between the current XML DTD and the ITU-T proposed tML schema will be a topic for Release 5.

No impact on the existing XML file format was seen with respect to the LS received from T1.M1 (S5-010464), A reply to this LS, which also takes into account the conclusions pertaining to the ITU-T LS discussed above, is proposed together with the CM RG (see Tdoc S5-010451), who is also addressed by the T1.M1 LS in Tdoc S5-010464.

The contributions from Motorola and other members pertaining to whether the file format makes proper use of XML standards could not be finally clarified.  An e-discussion, presided by Motorola, was arranged, which will result in a recommendation how to proceed, and a CR as appropriate, to be available for the next meeting.
