Introduction

In order to facilitate SA5 business operation with the expanded work load, and in order to increase the organisational efficiency within SA5 etc, it was at SA5 meeting #21 proposed and approved that SA5 creates in it 3 SWGs (in short, interchangeably called  SubGroups) as follows, based on S5-010475:

SWG A (or SGA): Telecom management architecture and requirements

SWG B (or SGB): Telecom management data definition

SWG C (or SGC): Telecom management solutions

It is proposed that the projects and functions currently worked or conducted in SA5 will initially be distributed among the SWGs as indicated in the following table. The exact Terms of Reference of SWGs should be drafted by each SWG and be approved by SA5 in a later day once the skeleton of the SWG structure is adopted.

However, the following was also agreed (as stated in the S5 #21 report): “The fine tuning of SWG Titles & Terms of Reference were tasked to the SWGs for submission to the next SA5 meeting(s).”

This contribution is therefore written in order to help SWG-C progress the matter of defining this name and ToR.

Discussion

The approved proposal in S5-010475 mentioned above clearly indicates that the main, and perhaps even the only, objective of SWG-C is to “produce IRPs to support products of SWGs A and B”. Therefore the name Telecom Management IRPs clearly seems to be the most appropriate. The proposed Telecom Management Solutions could easily be confused with Solution Sets, or “in the other extreme of the scale” mistaken for a much wider scope than it really has, much like SWG-A.

If any need would arise for a “solution” which cannot be provided within an existing or new IRP, it could be defined within SWG-A or SWG-B, or be done as an “exception to the rule” in SWG-C. If many such situations would arise in the future, SA5 could also define another SWG for that purpose, but that seems quite unlikely in the foreseeable future.

Recommendation

This contribution proposes that the name and ToR of the SWG-C (SGC) be defined as follows:

Name: Telecom Network Infrastructure Management

Terms of Reference:

The SWG-C is responsible for specifying IRPs (Integration Reference Points) for the telecom management of the 3G system infrastructure over Itf-N, focusing on CM, FM and PM (for PM: excluding the measurement data definitions). Each of these IRPs shall comprise Requirements, a protocol and technology neutral Information Service or Network Resource Model, and one or more protocol/technology specific Solution Sets. For the consistency of these IRPs with the overall Architecture and Principles of SA5, one or more High-level concept and requirement specifications may also be produced.

For definition of the terms IRP, Itf-N, Network Resource Model, Information Service and Solution Set, please refer to 3G TS 32.101.
