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T2 would like to thank SA3 for forwarding its identified concerns with User Equipment Management.

T2 plans its technical implementation of User Equipment Management to be predicated on an externally-defined specification from the SyncML initiative.  Such externally-defined specifications have security needs that must be addressed when applied to solve 3GPP issues.

T2 would like SA3’s attention to these security needs.  The initial identified areas of concern are related to the use of the SyncML initiative’s data synchronization technology and its existing use in 3GPP’s synchronization specification and in its potential use in 3GPP’s Device Management and Generic User Profile specifications currently in process.

T2 would like SA3 to address these areas for potential security issues at SA3’s earliest possible convenience.

T2 thanks SA3 for SA3’s attention to these security needs and looks forward to working with SA3 on these issues.
