1.1.1.1 Release 4 Issues

Achievements:

Ericsson submitted a contribution Tdoc S5A010731, Draft CR 32.101 Usage of terminology related to  “Policy Decision Point”, stating that the QoS related term PCF (Policy Control Function) is used in an inappropriate way. PCF, in the way it is described in TS 32.101 appendix D, represents a concept different from what is being worked on in TSG SA2, and is also different from the term “Policy Decision Point” specified in TS 32.101.

In Tdoc S5A010732 Motorola requested a clarification on the Ericsson proposal with reference to SA2 specs, showing inconsistencies in SA2 work.

It was discussed in the SWG-A, noting that the content in the TS32.101 on this subject is not a part of release 4. The request is basically an effort to try to align a release 4 document with a release 5 document. 

The SWG-A did not find it meaningful to approve this change request.

· OAM-AR work task on Management of Service Specific Entities (SSE):
An open discussion on how to enhance the work on the service specific entities were held.

It was identified that in 2G and 2.5G similar entities are managed mainly by the SNMP protocol. In our framework documents we have stated that all 3GPP standardised entities are all the targets for UMTS Telecom Management technical standards. Many of the new 3GPP SSE’s are now defined and under standardisation and it is the appropriate time to secure that our 3GPP TM standards will be appropriate even in this service specific domain. 

SNMP as an enabler in this area was discussed but no clear understanding was agreed.
Since many specifications and SA5 groups are involved, it was agreed to initiate a meeting between interested parties in all our subgroups in our January meeting to discuss areas as

· Are all the 3GPP IRP’s fully applicable for SSE management

· Pros and cons with SNMP solution sets in this domain

· Identify special requirements in this area

· How to enhance work on SSE management

         Achievements:

· Agreement on splitting document into stage 1 and stage 2

· Stage 1 is 45% complete. New requirements from OSA and IMS subsystems are being identified

· Stage 2 input materials 60% complete. 

· Following analysis of the input documents (See below for Notes), the following progress on work Tasks is reported.

WT1 – Rework 32.140 including incorporating the Subscription Management Role Model:

Editorial comments on the document were all accommodated in the draft SA10701 and supporting contributions SA10733.

WT2 – Further Analysis with regard to a potential HSS management interface for Subscription Management:

In the analysis of the substantive contributions coming in from the OSA and IMS areas it is realised that the working assumption of basing the document on a GSM, MAP and GPRS data model is insufficient for three reasons:

· The GSM and MAP specifications are superseded and some of the functions assumed in 32.140 v04.1.0 are no longer supported in MAP.

· These models do not recognised the requirement to construct the solution from a mixture of old and new HLR/HSS implementations. They assume a single monolithic implementation of the HLR/HSS from a single vendor whereas most operators will need an multi-vendor solution emerging from their 2/2.5/ 3G investments.

· Information is still coming in about requirements for the IMS system although the details of the data to support S-CSCF and I-CSCF are not stable or mature. 

WT4 – Develop Subscription Management scenarios (e.g. service provisioning, modification and removal)

The GUP documents provide a basis for this work to move forward. No further Progress at this meeting.

WT5 – Feature Level Management Investigate possibility of joint meetings with S1, S2 and Terminal groups:

A Joint Meeting was held with T2 for the report back from the Ad hoc Generic User Profile. It is realised that a lot of aspects of the data part of subscription management is largely similar to the data models that are proposed by the GUP work.

HOWEVER Subscription Management also addresses the operations to be performed on the data, and considerations about managing the distribution and synchronisation of SuM data in both the management systems, and the network. Specifically, issues related to the location of the master data, and the requirements on distribution, synchronisation and integrity of this data.

It was identified that the GUP stage 1 contains a “subscription” use case and SA5 will work with SA1 and the GUP Ad-hoc to ensure consistency with 32.140.

In line with the previous report commitment a meeting was held with the CN5 group to talk about the relationship between OSA and Subscription Management. Presentations were made by CN5 on the OSA framework and services architecture. SA5 SuM presented slides that explained the scope of SuM and the areas where management interfaces are required. They cover the management of the OSA gateway, and the need to link Subscription requests received by OSA SCS to the Service Operations Management Systems that support the SuM feature.

It was agreed to nominate a small team from each group to work up a more detailed proposal on the requirements for these interfaces and to check these requirements by walking though the use cases in the GUP Stage 1 as a test example.

The proposed use by the T2 VASP MMS team was also identified to have similar management requirements.

Problems/Issues: 
· The team received a number of contributions on the relationship between Subscription Management, the Generic User Profile, OSA and the IMS. Several of these contributions made it clear that the scope of SuM needs to be reviewed in the light of documents that are only just becoming available from T2, CN5 and others. Moreover these documents do not yet have a complete description of the parameters /data that need be managed by subscription management.

· Following review of the Ad Hoc Generic User Profile output it was clear to the team that Subscription Management is a superset of the GUP work. To relate the two pieces of work it is now necessary to split the Subscription Management document 32.140 v04.1 into a stage 1 and a stage 2 document in order to allow cross-checking with the GUP documents.

The team agreed to delay the sending of the Stage 1 document to the TSG as it was likely to raise more questions than it answered as currently does not address all of the new inputs from GUP, OSA, and IMS.

· The UEM Rapporteur presented the TR 32.802 document together with the draft UEM Roles. There was some discussion on the slides. Albert Yuhan emphasised that TR 32.802 is a feasibility study and has no impact on the Release 5 specifications. TR 32.802 is scheduled to be submitted to TSG T #14 and TSG SA #14 (12/01) for information. The TR is scheduled to be submitted for approval to TSG#15 (03/02). The attendees made a number of useful comments on the presentation, for example that the UE Software Update capability was technically very difficult to implement and so a phased approach should be used for UEM.

· Riku Mettala (Nokia) presented the “SyncML Device Management (DM) Overview” (S5A010714). This update on the SyncML Device Management activities was useful; SyncML seems to be an applicable technology for UEM. [For information the SyncML presentations that were presented  to SA5 in May 2001 are S5A010112-DevMan Overview.zip & S5A010113-DevMan Tech Overview.zip].

· Document TR 32.802 was reviewed in the meeting. The meeting attendees made many useful comments and a number of changes to the TR were agreed. A conclusion section will be added to the document which indicates that UEM capabilities vary greatly in how easy it will be to implement them. The Remote UE Diagnostics capability could be achieved utilising a diagnostic application built in to the UE; this will be added to the document. A number of references will be inserted in the document including GUP and MExE.

· The meeting agreed that the TR will be updated with the comments agreed during the joint meeting and the updated TR will be sent to T2, TSG-T and TSG-SA for information.

· Gunilla Bratt (Ericsson) presented the “3GPP Generic User Profile Work Status” (S5A010715). The GUP work is very applicable to UEM.

· Following the joint meeting the UEM feasibility study has been updated to reflect the comments made during the meeting (Tdoc. S5A010716, TR 32.802 V0.0.6). SWG-A produced a liaison to T2 containing the updated feasibility study and requested in the liaison that T2 feedback comments on the TR.

Telia - Tommy Berggren felt that OSS/J had much in common with the objectives of SA5 as outlined in 32.101 and 32.102 and felt SA5 should pursue work in this area.


Ericsson: Edwin Tse stated that Ericsson were not ready to bring Java solution sets into SA5.


Nortel: Dave Sidor stated any work being brought into SA5 must follow and adhere to the IRP methodology as detailed in 32.102.
