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1. Overall Description:

SA5 SWG_B is responsible for producing the TS 32.108 “Subscriber and Equipment Trace” for Release 5. During the work SA5 SWG_B has identified that trace activation mechanism is missing on Mc and Cx interfaces. Without these mechanisms trace functionality can not be implemented in MGW, nor in IMS. However, SA5 SWG_B desires to include trace functionality in TS 32.108 both for MGW and for IMS.

Mechanism for Trace Activation in IMS on the Cx Interface:

In IMS the subscriber trace is activated in the HSS. When the UE registers to the S-CSCF the HSS shall activate the trace to the S-CSCF by sending the following trace parameters to the S-CSCF over the Cx interface:

· Public ID of the subscriber;

· Trace reference (a unique identification of the trace case);

· Trace type (configuration parameter of the trace case);

· Address of the Network Manager (target address for sending the trace records).

Mechanism for Trace Activation in MGW on the Mc Interface:

To achieve trace functionality in MGW the MSC Server shall activate the trace by sending the following trace parameters to the MGW over the Mc interface:

· IMSI (in subscriber trace only);

· IMEI (in equipment trace only);

· Trace reference (a unique identification of the trace case);

· Trace type (configuration parameter of the trace case);

Address of the Network Manager (target address for sending the trace records).

2. Actions:

To CN4 group.

ACTION: 


1. SA5 SWG_B asks for CN4 to add the above described mechanism for trace activation in IMS to the Cx interface specifications in Release 5 to enable tracing in the IMS.

2. SA5 SWG_B asks for CN4 to add the above described mechanism for trace activation in MGW to the Mc interface specifications in Release 5 to enable tracing in the MGW.

SA5 SWG_B would like to be informed if CN4 agrees to the above proposals.  We offer to provide the technical details on the mechanisms (so that CRs can be issued) to CN4 one meeting after receiving agreement by CN4 to the above proposals.
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
