CN4 would like to thank SA5 for its LS S5-010530 (N4-011142) on Subscription Management.

The following questions were asked to CN4:

1. SA5 has concluded that for IMS the S-CSCF has VLR like capabilities and also may be subject to subscription management, is this a correct interpretation?

2. Would CN4 please supply SA5 the latest draft of 23.008 (release 5) or any other release 5 document that contains the relevant information?

3. SA5 would be grateful if CN4 would also review 32.140 and advise SA5 of any potential impacts on CN4 work.

1. Regarding SA5’s first question about whether an S-CSCF has or not VLR like capabilities, CN4’s understanding is that this is not the case. A VLR is aware of the information related to the subscribed services and it is not like that in the multimedia subsystem. The S-CSCF stores the part of the user profile that contains the application servers to contact with when giving service to a user. CN4 does not consider this as playing the same role as the VLR does for an MSC.

It is also CN4’s understanding that there is no need for subscription management operations towards the S-CSCF. The S-CSCF shall obtain such information during the registration procedure and shall be informed when such information changes, by means of operations defined between the HSS and the S-CSCF (Cx interface).

2. CN4 regrets to inform SA5 that there isn’t yet any specification corresponding to TS 23.008 for release 5, being CN4’s intention to submit proposals for such new specification for next CN4#11, the week of the 26th of November, in Cancún.

Actions to SA5:

Regarding potential impacts of 32.140 on CN4’s work, CN4 would like to ask SA5 that the subscription management operations that are being defined don’t impose any requirement on the organization of data in the HSS.
