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3GPP SA5 has reviewed the ITU-T SG 4 communication from its meeting in July 2001 and offers the following comments:

1. Members of 3GPP SA5 have reviewed the SG 4 approved TMN CORBA infrastructure standards. SA5 is still considering additional use of these standards in 3GPP specifications as noted below. For information, in September 2001, SA5 essentially completed its work on the 32‑series standards for 3GPP Release 4 and they may be found at the following URL: www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/2001-09/

2. As was previously stated, in order to make the 3GPP Notification IRP fully aligned with Q.816, SA5 has initiated a study of the SG 4 NOTIF 7 and NOTIF 9 requirements. 
The goal of this study is to identify those changes to the notification structures that SA5 believes are needed to achieve full alignment while enabling SA5 to understand the impact and benefits of these changes on SA5. This study is active and ongoing and has not reached a conclusion yet. 

3. In SA5’s attempt to specify compliance with NOTIF-9, SA5 has a question regarding how to support the OMG defined QoS parameters. SA5 noted that NOTIF-9 does not specify the mechanics/management of these QoS parameters.  For example, are these parameters installation-configured and cannot be changed in run-time?  If they can be changed in run-time, then who can change them (the Manager or the Agent)?  If the Manager can change these QoS, would the change affect other subscribed Managers?  What are the implications if the notification channel is a network of channels?  A clarification from SG4 would be appreciated on NOTIF-9 regarding this.  

4. Due to the need to focus on Release 4, SA5 only began its Release 5 PM work in October 2001 and has created a work task to produce a PM IRP for which aspects of Q.822.1 are expected to be examined. In addition, SA5 has based its State Management drafts on X.731. 

5. SA5 notes the approval of X.781 and awaits information on the previously stated need for M.3010 CORBA conformance guidance.

6. SA5 will make its progress and decisions known as our ITU-T related work reaches some conclusions.
