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Solution Set (SS) specifications do not have explicit reference to the related Information Service (IS) document.  SS readers need such reference since the semantics of the SS constructs are defined in the related IS specification.

General rules for Solution Sets

The intent of this annex is twofold. The first intent is for 3GPP internal use to document how a 3GPP Solution Set is produced and what it shall contain. The second intent with the annex is to give the reader of an IS or a Solution Set a better understanding on how to interpret the IS or Solution Set document.

Referenced Information Service Specification

A sentence shall be included in the clause “Scope” of all Solution Set specifications.  The sentence shall read as follows.

“This Solution Set specification is related to Z.” 
where Z is the 3GPP Information Service specification number including the version, such as “3G TS 32.111-2 V4.1.X” for the case of Alarm Integration Reference Point: Information Service.  Note that ‘X’, rather than the actual digit, is actually used in the sentence.  This is because the value of X is not relevant for the reference purpose since different values of X identify different 3GPP published specifications that reflect only minor editorial changes.  
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
