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1. Overall Description:

SA5 have been working on the requirements for subscription Management in TS 32.140.  During this work, SA5 has realised that the definition of subscriber defined in 21.905 is not appropriate for SA5’s purposes.   The definition in TR 21.905 is:

Subscriber: A Subscriber is an entity (e.g. a user) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider.

The definition given in TR 21.905 says that a Subscriber is an entity (e.g. a user) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider. With this definition  “a Subscriber is an entity (e.g. a user) …”, subscriber and user terms seem to be the same, which tends to lead to confusion.

The definition that SA5 propose is:

Subscriber: A Subscriber is an entity (comprising one or more users) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, to register a user or a list of user authorised to enjoy these services, and also to set the limits relative to the use that users make of these services.
