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1. Overall Description:

SA5 SWG-B would like to thank GERAN for their answer to the LS (GP-020517 / S5-020118) requesting for more information on the visibility of IMSI and IMEI in the BSC.

SA5 SWG-B will carefully study GERAN’s proposal to enhance the availability of IMSI and IMEI in the BSC and will confirm after next SA5 meeting (Cork, 2-5 April 2002) that the proposed enhancements should be introduced in the 3GPP TS 48.008 and 3GPP TS 48.018.

In the meantime, SA5 SWG-B is happy to send GERAN additional information on its work. To clearly identify the requirements of the Subscriber and Equipment Trace functionality, SA5 SWG-B is currently studying Trace use cases. GERAN will find attached the 3 Trace use cases already discussed within SA5 SWG-B. These use cases need further refinement but should give GERAN a better understanding of SA5 SWG-B activity. 

To limit the size of Trace data transferred via the Itf-N for these use cases, activation of trace in the radio network directly through the management interface is needed (for the current working assumptions), which is only possible in the NEs where the IMSI or IMEI is known.
