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Section 6.2 UE reconfiguration capability

It is believed that a number of countries might have objections to providing acces to customer premises equipment. It would also appear that making such access subject to subscriber approval for each such session would make such actions acceptable.

DSL Forum work

The attached document is under discussion in the DSL Forum

It takes as its starting point an initiative called UPnp (User Plug n Play)

which is already well developed in the PC world for solving their problems of

configuring and managing PC centric peripheral devices (including the LAN side

of DSL CPE).

The proposal in the DSL-Forum is to extend the UPnP concepts under a new name

(SPnP) and that this would be the means by which network operators can

remotely manage and configure the network side of DSL CPE.

This document would seem like a useful input to further work on the topic of UEM Management.
