3.4 S5-026071 (Syntax Corrections In Schema Files)

Questions/comments:

· General comment: Most of these corrections (bullet 1, 2, 4, 5, 6, 7) have already been covered by T-Mobile’s CR S5-020160/S5C020120r2 from last meeting (which was approved) – not exactly in the same way but to the same level of correction.

· Regarding bullet 2: Nortel (Frederic) stated that this is covered by T-Mobile’s CR, not using the XSD namespace but the default name space.

· Regarding bullet 3: Nortel does not agree. There are many choices of designing the schema. The default namespace could be the file itself but doesn’t need to. The choice here has been made to use a specific namespace.

· Regarding bullet 8: Nortel does not agree that we should standardise it this way. Today we have one element instance per attr. value. The way to solve the case that is proposed is not sufficient if it should be consistent for all complex attribute definitions. There is a lack of support for complex attribute types, but it is not required yet for the current model. We should also wait and study and possibly reuse the result of the TML work in ITU-T (not ready yet). Therefore the solution for unsupported cases like this (multi-valued attributes) will have to be vendor-specific definitions until we have agreed on a standard. We however agreed that we should try to find a solution for it ASAP to avoid spreading vendor-specific solutions in this area.

Conclusion: The CR was rejected. Ericsson is asked to study this again, and come back with an updated CR if not agreeing with the comments above and the current solution.

3.5 S5C020104r1 (Generic text for system context)

After the email discussion before this meeting, we agreed that the current version of this contribution is agreeable. If somebody wants to propose further clarifications of the system context or EM definition, he will have to address SWG-A.

· Nortel suggested a compromise for the proposed changes of wording in the fields ”Reason for Change” and “Consequence if not approved”, in S5-026043r1, different from Siemens proposal, as follows:

1. In “Reason for Change”: Rephrase 2nd sentence to “R4 inherited the R99 restriction of self-containment for MOC SubNetwork. Without GSM legacy system evolution, this prevents providing a unified Itf-N for UMTS/GSM combined networks, as follows….”

2. Rephrase “Consequence if not approved” to “Possibility to provide Itf-N for UMTS/GSM combined networks, without GSM legacy system evolution, is jeopardised (Itf-N for UMTS/GSM combined networks is a Rel-4 valid implementation option, see "Other comments").”
