3 Review of release 05/ WT17 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc S5 026031 

The document clarifies that the solution to support “backward compatibility” feature can be structured into two levels.  One level relates to the system (i.e., implementation of one or more IRPAgent capabilities) in general.  The other level relates to the SS level.  The input document is related to the latter part and in particular, related to CORBA SS only. 

The input document specifies the extension rules that IRP CORBA SS author can use to produce new CORBA SS IRPVersion such that the new IRPVersion can claim backward compatible to the “older” IRPVersion.  (The document called this backward compatibility feature as Interface Definition Backward Compatible (IDBC)).  So, if we have two CORBA IRPVersions and that one is IDBC to the other (older IRPVersion), then IRPManager using (compiled with) one IRPVersion can obtain meaningful communication with the IRPAgent using (compiled with) the other IRPVersion.  An extensive list of various inter-working scenarios that can be supported is listed in the Requirement clauses reviewed by the group.

The meeting has sufficient time only to clarify the requirement clause of the document.
