Airports

Cork Airport is about 4 miles/6.5Km from Cork City and is serviced by direct flights from many UK and other European ( Paris, Amsterdam, Frankfurt) airports as well as regular services from Dublin airport. Further details at : http://www.cork-airport.com/

Maps & Driving Directions
From Cork Airport: Leaving Cork airport, exit left downhill (N27), 2 miles to Kinsale roundabout (rotary to our US friends). Take immediate left turn i.e. first exit to the west (N25). At the next roundabout, Sarsfield roundabout, take the 3rd exit and continue down Sarsfield road to Wilton roundabout. Take the 2nd exit. Follow this road (Wilton road) through Dennehy's cross (cross roads with traffic lights) to Victoria cross (Y Junction with traffic lights). Keep on right lane to join Western Road. Due to the one way traffic system in the City Centre you will leave Western Road after about 1.5 Km, veering left and joining Dyke Parade (see map below), At final Traffic lights on Dyke Parade take a left and immediate left again to rejoin Lancaster Quay/ Western Road, Jurys Hotel is on the left after ~ 0.3 Km
